To check reception and/or change antenna gain:

1. To enter the diagnostic screen, press and hold and then press
[AUM] You will see GAIM OM or GAIN OFF in the ticker tape.

2. Look for the number with the % sign in the middle of the top row. A
numizer == T0% is good or excellent. If the number you see is = TO%,
try changing the gain or relocating the console. Sometimes moving the
console just a few feet can make a big difference.

3. Press [2™] & [CHILL | to toggle between diagnostic scresn displays.

4. To change antenna gain, press | HULOW | Set GAIM OFF if there are
multiple ransmitters (such as cordless phones or baby monitors) in the
area. Set GAIN OMN if the transmitter and console are far apart or there
are physical barriers (frees, walle, or large agpliances) between them.

. To exit the diagnostic screen, press
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Press EE' to select the second key function {printed in white type
abowve each key).

The con will appear in upper right comer of screen, below the
time and date. After vou press ancther key, the icon will disappear. If
ou wish o select ancther second key function, you must press
again.

The icon will also time cut and disappear from the screen if you do not
press ancther key within a few seconds.

To set an alarm: See "SET." (MOTE: Mot all alarms are available for
all weather varables. See Vantage Fro2 Console Manual for details.)
When an alarm is triggered, you will hear an audible alarm:
# Lintil condifions change (i.e., they rse above or fall below the alam

thresholds you have set) or you clear the alarm, if the console = being
run on AC power.

+ For two minutes, if the console is being run on battery power.
* For one minute, if you have set a time alarm.

And you will see visible alarms:

* The alarm bell icon will Blink on and off.

+ & message will appear in the ticker tape.

To silence an alarm: Press| DONE |

To clear all alarm settings: Press | ALARM | to enter the alarm
screen. Press and hold [ ALARM | until dashes appear in all the fields.
Press | DOMNE | to exit the alarm screen.

To clear individual alarm settings: See “CLEAR."

Preﬁs@& UNITS | te change unit of measure.

All temperature-related readings (inside and outside temperature, wind
chill, heat index, and dew point} will read in the same unit of meazure.
Changing one from °F fo “C (or vice versa) changes all others.

On the ticker tape:

WIND CHILL WARMIMG . . . will appear on the ficker tape when you are
displaying wind chill if the reading iz <0°F {-18°C) and the 10-minuts av-
erage wind speed iz >=10 mph {16 km/'h).
